Swimming Lessons 2026
Session 1: June 15 - 26
Session 2: July 6 - 17
Session 3: July 20 - July 31

e Lessons run 10 days during session weeks; 8
days of lessons are needed to meet Red Cross =
requirements. The extra two days are for possible |
weather cancellations. Please plan on attending |
all 10 days.

¢ Level 1 -6 are 50-minute classes.
¢ Preschool 1, Preschool 2, and Parent/
Child are 25-minute classes.

« Patrons with children enrolled in Level 1 through Level 6 will need to watch lessons
from outside the fence. (You may help your child change and shower, but you will be
asked to remain outside the fence during the lesson).

o Patrons with children in Preschool 1 or Preschool 2 are able to sit inside the fence to
help with bathroom trips if necessary.

« Swim goggles are not provided for lessons. You may bring goggles to wear, but they
should not cover the nose (NO scuba goggles).

Safety Day is always the Monday of the second week of lessons.
e Levels 1- 3 are asked to bring a life jacket on Safety Day to review life jacket safety.

« Levels 4 - 6 are asked to bring a lifejacket and a pair of sweatpants and a long sleeve
shirt to see what it’s like to swim fully clothed.




Pool Rentals

The pool is available to rent for private events, and is perfect for birthdays,
family gatherings, or celebrations. Rental contract is required.

Reservations should be requested one week in advance. The City of Foley
reserves the right to decline requests. Payment is due at time of reservation
(payable to City of Foley). A reservation is considered confirmed upon finali-
zation of the registration form by the Pool Manager.

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Pool Policies

Swim tests will be given to all patrons regardless of age or skill level who
want to swim in the deep end, go off the diving board, or use the slide.
Swimmers who successfully complete the swim test will be given a wrist
band.

Life jackets are only allowed in the small pool during regular open swim
days.

No tobacco, food, or drinks (other than water) are allowed on the pool
deck. Patrons are welcomed to enjoy those items outside the fence and
are then able to re-enter the pool deck. Patrons found with those items on
the pool deck will be asked to take them outside the fence.

The little pool is for children up to 5-years of age and who are accompa-
nied by an adult. No life guard will be on duty inside the fence of the little
pool area.

Pool Staff is not responsible for lost or stolen items.
